This year, we are putting on a set of short skits based on the book “There’s a Carrot in my Ear,” 

about the “Noodle” Family….a family of…shall we say, not so brilliant people. I hope you enjoy 

them, and bear with the scene changes!!! 

 

So…without further ado….presenting: The Noodle family’s  Adventures! 

(The children wal out with the sign.)   

Skit No. 1 – Is it Time?  
Props: Large “Pocket watch” 

 
Kids enter in line and stand side by side, with legs and arms crossed all the same.  
 

Kid 1:  Is it time…?.runs the line down to Kid 7. 

Kid 7 (looks at her watch): no. (No back down the line to Kid 1) 
(Wait for the count of 5) 

Kid 1:  : Is it time? (repeat that, and no…..) 
(Wait for the count of 5) 

Kid 1:  : Is it time? (repeat that, and no…..) 
(Wait for the count of 5) 

Kid 1:  : Is it time? etc 
 

Kid 7 looks at watch: Yes!!!  (Send the yes down.)  

Kid 1:  : 1, 2, 3….GO!!!     
 

Everyone switches the crosses.

Skit no. 2 – The Noodles Go to the Pool  
Props: Swimming pool; broom; swimming aids (ring; bathing suit; waterwings; beach ball ) 

 

Pool cleaner enters from other side sweeping around the pool. 

Narrator : It is a hot day, and the Noodle family are off to the pool.  

Kids enter from side with swimming things.  
 

Narrator: The two sisters, Jill and Jane, run back and forth with their ball 

2 kids (“jump” into the pool, and run back and forth): “Yay, the pool! We love the pool!” 

Narrator: Grandma goes more slowly:  

Kid 3 (jumps into the pool… and comes up): “Brrrr.” 

Narrator: Mr. Noodle jumps in too. 



Kid 4 (jumps in and then gets out):  Yippee!  

Kid 2:  “Wow! We are having so much fun at the pool today!” 

Pool cleaner: You will have a lot more fun tomorrow! 

Everyone: Why? 

Pool cleaner: Because tomorrow there will be water in the pool!

Skit No. 3 – There’s a Carrot  
Props: Giant package of radish seeds. 

 

Narrator: Jill and Jane are on their way home from school… 

Jill:  Do you want to hear something strange? 

Jane: Sure! 

Jill: There’s a carrot growing in my ear! It’s been there all week.   

Jane (looks into Jill’s ear): Wow, there IS a carrot in you ear! That really IS strange. 

How did that happen? 

Jill: I don’t know!  I planted radishes (and shows radish-seed packet).

Skit No. 4 – The Pumpkin  
Props: Pumpkin pile; pumpkin, rabbit ears,  “hill” , bush, flashlight. 

 

Narrator: Now, Grandma Noodle isn’t very smart. One day, a pumpkin seller decides 

to play a trick on him.  

 
Seller is standing near a pile of pumpkins. 
 

Grandpa (walks by): What are those? 

Seller: Don’t you know? They are horse eggs. Just sit on them for a day and a night 

and you will get a baby horse.  

Grandpa: OOOOh! Jill and Jane would like that. I’ll buy one. (Pays the seller and takes 
the pumpkin.) 

 

Narrator: So Grandpa puts the pumpkin in a nice spot on the top of a hill, and sits on 

the pumpkin all day (shine flashlight) and all night (turn off flashlight), waiting for the 

“horse egg” to hatch. In the morning, (turn on flashlight), he is so tired, he starts to 

fall asleep and falls off the egg. ..(Grandpa falls over, “off” the pumpkin). 

 

Narrator: When Grandma falls off the pumpkin, the pumpkin rolls down the hill, 

behind a bush, and scares a sleeping rabbit.  



 RABBIT jumps out and runs away.  

 

Grandpa: Oh oh!….Come Back little horse.  

(The rabbit turns to look and grandma, and then runs away off stage)  

Grandpa: Come back…….oh dear! 

 

Narrator: Grandma goes back to the seller.  

 

Grandpa (very angry): I want my money back! 

Seller: Why, didn’t you get a horse? (to audience) Ha ha, I fooled her!  

Narrator: But it is the seller who gets the surprise!!! 

Grandma: I did get a little horse…but he ran away.             

Seller looks amazed!

Skit No. 5 – The Penguins  
Props: Penguin masks, rope, policeman’s hat, driver’s hat, sign saying “Beach” and “Movie Theater” 

pointing in one direction, and “Zoo” in the other.  

 
Policemen enters from off stage to other side. 

Driver (with cap) leads in long line of penguins. 

Policemen: Where are you going with those penguins? 

Driver: I am taking them to the beach.  

Policemen: You don’t take penquins to the beach…take them to the zoo.  

Driver: OK. (turn around and leads line back offstage.) 

A little while later…. 

Driver comes back with the penquins 

Policemen: Stop! Where are you going with those penguins? I thought I told you to 

take them to the zoo???? 

Driver: I did take them to the zoo. We had a great time!!! Now I am taking them to 

see a movie and for icecream!

Skit No. 6 – The Ugliest Person in the World.  
 
Props: top hat, large scarf.  

 
Characters: Carnival Barker; “Ugliest Person” (with head covered with large scarf).  
 

Carnival Barker: Come one, come all!! Do you know that if you look at the ugliest 

person in the world, you will fall down dead? Who dares???? 
 

One by one, all the kids come up, look under the towel, scream and fall down “dead”. 
 

Carnival Barker: Who else dares? Someone from the audience?? (If no one volunteers, 
picks someone.) 
 

When this person looks under the scarf, Ugliest Person screams and falls down “dead”!!

Skit No. 7. – The Invisible Bench.  
Props: none 

 
Kid 1: comes in and pretends to sit on an invisible bench.  

Kid 2: What are you doing?  

Kid 1: I am sitting on an invisible bench.  

Kid 2: May I join you? 

Kid 1: Sure! 
(Kid 2 sits down next to Kid 1.) 
 

Same conversation between 
Kid 3 and Kid 2… 
Kid 4 and Kid 3 
Kid 5 and Kid 4 
Kid 6 and Kid 5 

 

Kid 7: What are you doing?  

Kid 6: I am sitting on an invisible bench.  

Kid 7: You can’t be. I moved the invisible bench over there yesterday.
